The Harwood Museum of Art

Exhibition and Artwork Review Policy

The Harwood Museum of Art invites artists, independent curators, and scholars to submit exhibition proposals or a portfolio of work for the consideration of the curator and the museum’s Art Committee.  The Art Committee meets quarterly (generally March, June, September, December) to consider exhibition proposals and portfolios.  Exhibitions are scheduled at least one year in advance, though more commonly two to three years.

Exhibition proposals should include the following:

—Curatorial statement clearly defining the concept and content of the exhibition

—Slides, transparencies or a CD/DVD with images of up to twenty representative works

—Draft exhibition checklist with proposed number of works and linear or square footage required

—Budget detailing the exact cost to the Harwood Museum of Art for curator fees, crating, shipping, installation and any other costs

—Any other materials which would help the committee conceptualize the exhibition

Artists’ portfolios should include the following:

—Slides, transparencies or a CD/DVD with images of up to twenty representative works

—Resume and artist’s statement
—Copies of relevant articles, reviews, catalogs, invitations, etc.

—If proposing an exhibition of a particular body of work, please include details including concept, number of works, space needed, and associated costs

The Harwood Museum receives large numbers of proposals and portfolios every year. The Curator reserves the right to decide which proposals and portfolios are selected to go to the Art Committee for review. All exhibitions must be approved by the Art Committee before scheduling.
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
