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Harwood Presents: Art of the Storybook workshop for kids

Taos, NM – The Harwood Museum of Art of the University of New Mexico presents the second of its summer Art Exploration Workshops with “The Art of the Storybook” July 24, 25, 26 & 27 from 10-noon at the Museum. Join artists Angelo Segarra and Jayne Schell for a four-day program illustrating, writing and binding a book which promises to become a treasured keepsake.

Angelo Segarra, a much celebrated artist and children’s book writer/illustrator and Jayne Schell whose artistic pursuits include fiber arts, paper making and millinery come together to share their passions and skills with kids. Harwood Curator of Education, Lucy Perera-Adams explains, “This is the second time we have offered  this program. Jayne and Angelo are a perfect combination of teachers both are patient, nurturing, creative and totally geared to kids. As with all of the Harwood’s Art Exploration programs we seek to offer a multi-day project that allows kids for a more thorough art experience. Each day will be built upon the previous and while there is a fair amount of work involved the end result is worth the effort, something kids and parents will be really proud of.”
“The Art of the Storybook” begins with sharing examples of different type of books, including Segarra’s “Coca’s Shell” and a discussion of the steps involved in making, illustrating and binding a book.  Kids will then get to work painting large sheets of watercolor paper and making hand-made paper which will become part of the illustrations. The group will the fold the paper into the book, add the hand-made paper elements and begin writing their stories using their paintings for inspiration. For kids who are beginning to read instructors will provide focused attention to help with phonetic spelling and if necessary writing. After the story is complete the books will be bound and all kids (and invited guests) will come together on the last day for a reading of their stories in the Museum, followed by a kids-sized reception.

“The Art Storybook” will be held in the Harwood’s new Children’s Educational Center beginning Tuesday July 24 through Friday the 27th from 10- noon. This program is open to kids 6 & up.
