Taos Center for the Arts with New Mexico Arts presents T.I.M.E. (Temporary Installations Made for the Environment). Ten outdoor installations will be on public display at 5 Taos locations, August 24 – October 12, 2007. The theme is Earth. The 10 installations represent various mixed media and each interprets Earth in a unique and highly imaginative way.
