Join Charles Strong in touring the National Gallery today and possibly the Hirshhorn 
Museum.

For 
those interested, we will try to arrange for tickets to the National Symphony Orchestra 
performing TchaikovskyÕs Eugene Onegin at Kennedy Center (Tickets range in price 
from $20-$85 per person).
